Goal(s): TLW understand characteristics of the Roman Republic and the Roman Empire.

Objective(s): TLW review the rise and fall of the Roman Republic and Empire.


           TLW answer questions, over Rome, correctly, in a review game, to demonstrate mastery of the material.

Materials/Resources/Technology Needs: Kahoot, smart phones or iPads
Instructional Procedures 
Focusing Event: The students will be instructed to sign on to the online game on their smart phones in order to get ready for the review game. 
Teaching/ Learning Procedures: The students will participate in “Kahoot” to review and prepare for their test.
Formative Check (ongoing or specific): By using Kahoot, I will receive constant feedback and statistics on the students’ knowledge about Rome.  Every time they answer a question, I will be able to see how many students answered correctly and incorrectly.  
Re-teach (alternative used as needed): Students will receive a written review to complete before the test.
Assessment/Summative Evaluation: Chapter 6 Test over Rome
Modifications/Notes: If students do not have phones to use they may work with a partner and both students will enter their name on that phone (so they both feel a sense of achievement).
