Materials/Resources/Technology Needs: Jeopardy Game
Instructional Procedures 
Focusing Event: The students will take a quiz over Chapter 2, sections 4 and 5.
Teaching/ Learning Procedures: We will be reviewing the material covering ancient civilizations for the test.  The students will play a Jeopardy review game.  During the game, the students should be completing their review sheets. 
Formative Check (ongoing or specific): I will continually ask the students if they need clarification on any topics we cover.  If anything is unclear to the students, I will make sure we come to a better understanding about it.  If there is an incorrect answer or response, I will make sure we arrive at the right answer.
Re-teach (alternative used as needed): The students can complete guided readings to go along with the chapters covered in the textbook.  The guided readings will help the students understand the material covered in the textbook.
Closure:  Discuss the components of the test and the materials the students need to bring for the test.  Go over any last minute questions the students may have and remind them to study their notes and other resources.  
Assessment/Summative Evaluation: Chapter 1 and 2 Unit Test
Modifications/Notes: If necessary, the student will be given a completed review.  I will make sure to repeat the answers/responses the students give if they are not clearly stated.
