Unit: India and China 
Topic: Ancient Chinese Dynasties
Goal(s): TLW understand the differences between the Ancient Chinese Dynasties.  
Objective(s): TLW be able to identify characteristics of Ancient Chinese Dynasties.

           TLW be able to define dynasty.


           TLW compare Ancient Chinese Dynasties.
TEKS: 2(C), 30(C), 30(D)
Materials/Resources/Technology Needs: Handouts with Dynasty information, chart/butcher paper, markers
Instructional Procedures 
Focusing Event: Students will take a quiz over Chapter 3 Section 3
Teaching/ Learning Procedures: Students will be put into groups and each group will be given a handout with information about an Ancient Chinese Dynasty.  The students will work together to make an advertisement for “their dynasty” to try and convince me to go back in time and live in their dynasty period.  The advertisement should include a disclaimer with the negatives of the dynasty.  The students will then present these advertisements to the class.  During presentations, students will be taking notes on a Pros/Cons chart in their notebooks.  
Formative Check (ongoing or specific): I will walk around as the students are working to make sure everyone is on task, participating and interpreting and presenting the information correctly.  
Re-teach (alternative used as needed): The students can complete guided readings for the chapter to help with clarification and factual information.
Closure: We will finish with a discussion about which dynasty the students feel would be the best to have lived in, as well as the worst.
Assessment/Summative Evaluation: Unit Test
Modifications/Notes: Special Ed- I will allow the student to either work with her aid or write down the information she wishes to share with the group.
