Unit: Ancient Greece

Topic: Forms of Government  
Goal(s):  TLW appreciate the development of democracy.

   TLW recognize the similarities between democracy in ancient Greece and now in America.
Objective(s): TLW be able to trace the development of democracy in ancient Greece.   
TEKS: 19(A), 19(B), 20(A)
Materials/Resources/Technology Needs: Speaker, music
Instructional Procedures 
Focusing Event: The students will take a quiz over Chapter 5 section 4.  After the quiz, the students will do a warm up.  The students will answer a question in their notebooks regarding the notes they took the day before, about Greek philosophers.  
Teaching/ Learning Procedures: The students will complete an activity, involving music, in order to understand the different forms of government and also the development of democracy in Ancient Greece.   
Formative Check (ongoing or specific): I will be directing the activity and drawing the students’ attention to the key points that come up.
Re-teach (alternative used as needed): The students will complete a flow chart showing the progression in Ancient Greek government.  
Closure:  After the activity, with the students, I will review the progression from monarchy to democracy and make sure it is clear to everyone. We will also discuss the positives and negatives of the different forms of government.     
Assessment/Summative Evaluation: Chapter 5 Unit Test (Greece)
Modifications/Notes: If necessary, I will provide notes about the different forms of government and a flow chart explaining the progression.  I will also make sure the special education students are included and participating in the activity.
