Instructional Procedures
Focusing Event: Concentration Camp TEASe
 

Teaching/ Learning Procedures:

 
The students will be given a handout with information about select concentration camps.  Using the handout, the students will create a bar graph that records the number of deaths in each camp per year.  
The students will form groups of five and research one concentration camp.  They will create a poster using their research to report on which camp is most effective in reaching the goals of the Nazis.  
 

                        Formative Check (ongoing or specific): The students will compare their graphs with their classmates.  The students will present their projects to demonstrate their understanding of the purpose of the concentration camps.  
 

                        Reteach (alternative used as needed): The students will do Cornell notes based on a lecture over the concentration camps in the Holocaust.  
 

            

 

Closure: The students will choose the most effective camp and be required to explain why it was the best according to Nazi standards.

The students will write three benefits of the concentration camps (according to the Nazis) and 3 problems with the concentration camps.

Modifications/Notes:

Special education students will not be required to graph the data for as many concentration camps.  

ESL students will be placed in groups with stronger students so they will be able to better understand the material.

G/T students will analyze the graph and form conclusions based on the data in their journals.
